Sarah Gristwood has delved into the ar-
chives at Paramount Pictures and emerged
with a host of previously unpublished pho-
tos, sketches and other documents on the
film and its making. Gristwood’s book is
packed with intriguing insights - like the
fact that Truman Capote, author of the nov-
ella on which the movie was loosely based,
had originally wanted Marilyn Monroe to
play the lead, but she found the part too of-
fensive.

The western look is in again, in this year’s
summer fashions and in lifestyle trends in
general. But how do cowboys really live to-
day? British documentary filmmaker Jane
Hilton has been tracking the genuine article
down. She found them in Arizona, Nevada,
Wyoming, Texas and Colorado; and she’s
used her findings to produce this fine pres-
ent-day study of the American West — a
culture that continues to defy all the pre-
dictions of its imminent demise.
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Travelling in a wheelchair, using a
walker or with a similar mobility restric-
tion can be a frustrating affair: not all of
the world’s cities have been designed (or
revised) to facilitate access for the phys-
ically challenged. The problems posed
can be similarly daunting for families
with buggies or strollers. Sarah Fuller
has been looking into the matter more
closely in her home city of Hong Kong
ever since her own father became
wheelchair dependent. And she’s found
over 100 hotels that are disabled-acces-
sible, more than 370 restaurants and a
wide range of easy-access sightseeing
and shopping attractions. Sarah’s book
also offers numerous hints and tips on
local public transport, together with
suggestions for relaxing day excursions.
Allin all, it’s a great guide that will
hopefully soon be available in other lan-
guages and for many further cities, too.
